dren. One day when his disciples were rebuking people for “bothering” Jesus by bring-

ing their children to him for a blessing, Jesus opened his heart and hands to kids saying,

“Let the little children come to me; do not stop them; for it is to such as these that the
kingdom of God belongs” (Mark 10:14b).

As we prepare to launch a new worship gathering for children and their families on
November |, how are we as a faith community opening our hearts and hands to children like
Jesus did? It is no secret BRC’s Sunday School and children’s ministry has stalled the
past few years. Though we have been well-meaning in our desire to welcome children,
we have struggled to figure out how best to serve them and their parents. This is one

of our biggest growth edges and learning curves.

But instead of throwing our hands in the air and merely wishing our situation was dif-
ferent, | wonder how we might go from wanting children and their families to be part
of our church community to creating a space intentionally for them? There is a big dif-
ference between the two. Though we cannot change our situation overnight, | believe
we can create stepping stones into a future with a revived children’s ministry through
offering new gatherings like the November | Family Worship. The pathway will be-
come clearer the more we engage young families today with hospitality, warmth, and

conversations.

It is no secret parents are facing a lot of pressure and challenges these days. It has
never been easy raising children, but today’s world presents unique opportunities and
obstacles to parents who want to raise their children with a sense of morality, compas-
sion, gratitude, and respect. As parents in our area search for a church home with
these virtues, they want to know there is something on offer for their kids that they
can believe in and support before signing up for membership. This is why this new fam-
ily breakfast and worship service is an important step for us. It is a tangible opportunity
for BRC to broaden its borders by offering community, education, fun, and friendship

for our local parents as well as their kids.

Most likely you can trace your participation in church to a parent who brought you
long before you could bring yourself. This is certainly true for me. When my single
mom brought me to church when | was four to be baptized, she knew she needed a
community of faith for encouragement and support. As the pastor made the sign of the
cross on my forehead twenty seven years ago, that local church made a promise to nur-

ture and support my life from childhood to adulthood as best they could. (continues)

Three local landmarks will be

open to visitors as a part of
Somerset County Cultural and
Heritage Commission’s Weekend
Journey through the Past on Octo-
ber 10 and |I. Blawenburg Re-
formed Church on Route 518 in
Blawenburg, Bedensville School,
located behind Orchard Hill Ele-
mentary School, and Amy Garret
House in Rocky Hill will be open
from 10 AM to 5 PM Saturday

and from 12 PM to 4 PM Sunday.

Blawenburg Reformed Church,
which has been actively engaged
in community ministry since
1832, will display artifacts from
its past. The church and adja-
cent school are on the National
and State Registers of Historic
Places. The sanctuary has origi-
nal pews with doors, original or-
gan pipes, and unique Georgian
architectural features. There will
also be two special events in
conjunction with the Weekend
Journey. On Saturday at 2:00
PM, David Cochran, author of
the church’s history, will do a
multimedia presentation entitled
“Since 1832” about the church’s
past and its role in the historic
Village of Blawenburg.
On Sunday at 2:00 PM, Kathleen
Connolly, the organist and music
director, will perform an organ
recital entitled “About 1832.” It
will feature music from the pe-

riod when the church was built.

The Bedensville Schoolhouse is a
one-room schoolhouse built in
1853. The restoration of the
building was the 1975-76 Town-
ship Bicentennial project. Volun-
teer artisans re-used every

spreading the good news of salvation in Jesus Christ.

sound beam and board. Missing
pieces were reproduced using
original elements for patterns.
Each year over 450 local 3rd
graders come to meet the
School “Marm”. During the
Weekend Journey, docents will
re-create school life 100 years
ago. Visitors will be able to ci-
pher on slate tablets, learn to
use a quill pen and ink, use
wooden reproduction toys and
games, and browse a collection

of 19th century schoolbooks

The Amy Garrett House at 62
Washington Street near the
Mary Jacobs Library in Rocky Hill
is believed to have been built by
Benjamin Hatwick circa 1835. It
is one of the earliest surviving
buildings in Rocky Hill and still
contains many of the original ex-
terior and interior features. It
has undergone restoration in

recent years.

Meeting of Monday, September 21, 2015 @7:30 PM in Cook Hall

Attendance: With the exception of one Deacon, all Consistory members were present. Also present
were Sarah Hong, Recording Secretary, Steve Miller, Classis Minister for Congregational Care, and Rug
Howard, Classis Minister for Pastoral Care.

I. Welcome and Call to Order — David Cochran

2. Devotions — Pastor Travis spoke of evangelization in the words of Pope Francis—that it is sharing the
joyful, life-giving message of the gospel. How is our church turning to our community in a joyful, life-giving
way?! How willing are we to change to be more inclusive?

3. Conversation with Classis - The Classis ministers made their three-year visit and asked the follow-
ing questions: What things are you most joyous and pleased about? What is uplifting in the life of the
church?
